The goal of this unique collaboration is to broaden the strong theatrical traditions that already exist in the region, and to make them more effective and accessible to audiences in the village of Quelimane, Mozambique, and beyond.

The activities will be brought home to Canada through a film documentary that will be developed upon return. In additions, the theatre pieces will be made available for local audiences to enhance Ontario’s AIDS education tools.

The SLC actors include Founder, Kennedy C. MacKinnon, Artistic Director, and Co-directors Edward Daranyi, Karin Randoja, and Dana Vranic, Montes Namuli consist of Brigilda Moreira, Artistic Director, and 80 artists ranging in age from 17 to 28.
